1. Call to Order & Introductions: 

Meeting was called to Order by County Administrator Tom Anderson at 3:35 p.m.  Councilor Rita Schenkelberg was introduced as the present alternate member for the Bend City Council.  As an update on the citizen appointment vacancy, interviews have been scheduled for March 11 and March 15.   
2. Approve PSCC Meeting Minutes:  

Motion:  Commissioner DeBone moved approval of the meeting minutes of February 2, 2021 and was supported by Chief Dave Tarbet.  Motion Carried
3. Public Comment:  None presented.
4. COVID19 Vaccine update
Steve Strang, CFO Mosaic Medical, provided an update on vaccine distribution.  To date there have been 36,000 administered at the mass vaccine clinic, 6,000 at the Courtney clinic building, and a few thousand at various locations.  Looking at the population of the County and in assuming a 70% accepted administration rate, Mr. Strang believes an estimated 240,000 shots would need to be administered and the number shows only 40,000 given to date.  Pop-up clinics are being held in Sisters, Sunriver and La Pine.  Vaccine supply is unpredictable and distribution at mass vaccine clinics are favored by OHA.  The fairgrounds is not available next week and alternate sites are being considered to achieve the best outreach.   There have been scheduling inquiries from residents living outside of Deschutes County residents.  Commissioner DeBone noted the community discussion revolving around displacing the mass clinic from the fairgrounds with the upcoming Sportsman’s show event and commented there is also a value of practicing a large community event.  County Administrator Anderson pointed out the vaccines will still be administered during this time but at various locations throughout the county.
5. juvenile crime prevention 2021-2023 plan
Deevy Holcomb of Community Justice Department presented the biennial plan for the department.  The stream of funding is through the juvenile crime prevention program.  The money is housed at the department of education and is used toward programs working with community partners that also serve youth that may present a risk of entering the juvenile justice system.  Ms. Holcomb reviewed various programs that will be served through the funding including a contract for bilingual interpreter services.  Southern Oregon University is assisting in the review and validation of youth to identify any necessary improvements.  Working with restorative justice that works on a welcoming and equitable culture within the school district.  Staff request approval to continue the components of the plan including Functional family therapy and restorative practices.  Ken Hales commented on the positive input received by parents.  

Erin Taylor commented on the powerful partnership through restorative practices with community and schools to bridge the gap between law enforcement and schools.

Motion: Ken Hales made motion to approve the Deschutes County Juvenile Crime Prevention Plan for the fiscal year 2021-2023.  Chief Tarbet supported.  Motion Carried 
6. other business
Judge Ashby apologized for the technical services experienced for this meeting.  
Jeff Hall commented on Oregon ballot measure 110 and noted there have not been any violations this month.  He offered assistance to law enforcement for developing materials to issue along with a citation reach out to Joe Checketts.  
Keith Witcosky inquired on an update on the capacity of the stabilization center.  Holly Harris reported on the activity during the pandemic at the center since opening and seeing high acuity visits.  Additional staff will be requested during the upcoming budget process.  
Commissioner DeBone met with veterans in southern Deschutes County regarding a veteran’s intervention services program offered through the District Attorney’s Office.  

Judge Ashby commented on services through the court system and extra efforts required during the COVID19 pandemic.
